After a complicated bout with cancer, Peggy found herself physically dis-
abled and overwhelmed with life.  She was frustrated with her job search 
and started to discover that it would be diffi cult to fi nd a company that 
would look past her disability.  She desired more out of life and yet didn’t 
know exactly what resources were out there to help. 

Referred by Vocational Rehabilitation to the Goodwill BridgePointe Career 
Services offi ce in Seymour, Peggy began working with Employment Spe-
cialist Melissa Dick to fi nd a job that would suit her needs.  She started 
work at Home Depot in March of 2008 as a cashier and has since blos-
somed.  She says her favorite part of the job is getting a chance to interact 
with customers.  Melissa has also helped Peggy fi nd the right resources 
to get a new electric wheelchair, which increases her mobility at work and 
has given her more independence in all aspects of her life.

Peggy is dedicated to her job, rarely missing a day of work.  Her co-work-
ers have commented on how impressed they are with her determination 
to not let her disability get in the way of her success.  Finding Goodwill 
BridgePointe gave Peggy hope -- when at times it seemed like there was 
none.

Ashton worked hard to learn how to communicate effectively with oth-
ers and also learned skills he would need during the school day such as 
writing his name and washing his hands.  Through one-on-one attention 
in therapy and his classroom learning environment, Ashton grew into a 
confi dent little boy, making tons of friends and amazing everyone with his 
progress.

Upon graduation from the Children’s Academy, Ashton’s teachers, family 
and therapists were proud of his accomplishments and feel confi dent that 
his future will hold many more successes.
